A ship is a large vessel that floats on water. Ships are generally distin-guished from
boats based on size and passenger capacity. Ships may be found on lakes, seas, and rivers .
They perform for a variety of activities, such as the transport of people or goods, fishing,

entertainment, public safety, and warfare.

Ships and boats have developed alongside mankind. They have become an integral
part of modern commercial and military systems. Fishing boats are used by millions of
fishermen throughout the world. Military forces operate highly sophisticated vessels to
transport and support forces ashore. Commercial vessels carry billion tons of cargo.

These vessels were also key in history’s great explorations and scientific and
technological developments. Ships have been used for such purposes as colonization and the

General description of a ship.

A ship is a large vessel that floats on water .The main body of a ship is called a hull.
The hull is divided into three main parts: the foremost part is called the bow; the rearmost part
is called the stern; the part in between is called midships. The hull is the area between the
main deck, the sides (port and starboard) and the bottom. The part of the hull below water is
the ship’s underwater body. The distance between the waterline and the main deck is the
vessel’s freeboard. The hull is divided up into a number of watertight compartments by decks
and bulkheads. Bulkheads are vertical steel walls going across the ship and along.

The hull contains the engine room, cargo spaces and a number of tanks. In dry cargo
ships the cargo space is divided into holds.

Shipboard equipment
The vessel is a floating structure intended for transportation of goods, passengers and
performance of various operations. There are complex equipment on the board modern ships.
The tree was the first and most widespread material for a design of vessels. When there
appeared a steam engine, the fighting ships had started to be covered with metal — iron or
steel. In the 20" century all vessels were made of steel. Submarines also were made of steel,
and in rare cases — of titan. Further also vessels were made of ferro-concrete, aluminium and
reinforced concrete. At the end of the century there was a new material — plastic. The hull
from aluminium is very easy and durable .
Shipboard equipment varies from ship to ship depending on such factors as the ship’s era,
design, area of operation, and purpose. Some types of equipment are widely found .Masts ,
navigation lights, radar transponders, fog signals, and similar devices often required by law.
Ground tackle includes equipment such as mooring winches, windlasses, and anchors.

Types of ships.

A ship is a large vessel that floats on water . There are some different classifications of
ships. Ships are difficult to classify, because there are many criteria to base classification on.
One classification is based on propulsion. Sailing ships are ships which are propelled solely
by means of sails. Motorships are propelled by mechanical means .

Other classification systems exist that use criteria such as:

[1 the number of hulls, e.g., monohull, catamaran, trimaran;

[1 the shape and size, e.g., dinghy, keelboat, and icebreaker;

[1 the building materials used, e.g., steel, aluminum, wood, fiberglass, and
plastic;

[1 the type of propulsion system used, e.g., human-propelled, mechanical, and sails;

[1 the epoch in which the vessel was used,;
